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6. New Business 
 A.  Receipt of Bids 


   Mr. Relos presented the Receipt of Bids for 3315 William Richardson Court. 
 No bids were received.  The lot is off of Cleveland Road and William Richardson 


Court.  The property was advertised in the South Bend Tribune on two separate 
dates.  Since no bids were received, we can entertain other offers after 30 days. 


 
  Mr. Buckenmeyer stated this was the IRF property that was transferred to the RDC 


to be put through the disposition process.  Any proceeds from the sale of this 
property will be transferred back to the IRF.   


 
B. River West Development Area 
1. Real Estate Purchase Agreement (Metronet Fibernet LLC) 


Mr. Buckenmeyer presented Real Estate Purchase Agreement (Metronet).  Metro 
Fibernet, a separate entity from the local company Metronet now known as Choice 
Light, originally had an agreement to link up the schools and to offer residential 
fiber net.  They needed a central communication hub in South Bend.  We worked 
with them and settled on the lot immediately south of the AEP Substation across 
from the St. Joseph County Jail.  Commission approval is requested. 


 
Upon a motion by Vice-President Inks, seconded by Secretary Phillips, the 
motion carried unanimously, the Commission approved Real Estate Purchase 
Agreement (Metronet) submitted on Thursday, February 27, 2020. 
 


2. Third Amendment to Development Agreement (Jefferson 315 LLC) 
Mr. Buckenmeyer presented Third Amendment to Development Agreement 
(Jefferson 315 LLC).  This is the previous Family and Children’s Center building, 
which was purchased by Cressy Commercial Real Estate.  RDC provided a TIF 
allotment to help with infrastructure of the building.  This will house Abonmarche 
bringing in additional jobs to the community.  There is also room for office rental 
space.  Since Cressy paid the city for overages above and beyond $200,000 on 
construction costs, they are due a refund of $3,870 for those costs.  Commission 
approval is requested. 


 
Upon a motion by Secretary Phillips, seconded by Vice-President Inks, the 
motion carried unanimously, the Commission approved Third Amendment to 
Development Agreement (Jefferson 315 LLC) submitted on Thursday, February 
27, 2020. 
 


3. Resolution No. 3517 (Declaring Property Blighted 603 W Marion St) 
Mr. Relos presented Resolution No. 3517 (Declaring Property Blighted 603 W 
Marion St).  This declares the property at 603 W Marion Street blighted.  Last year 
the State added a new section of the Redevelopment Statute, allowing the buying 
a property under $25,000 from a willing seller as long as it is either blighted, 
unsafe, abandoned, foreclosed, etc.  This vacant lot is located off Charles Martin 
and Lincolnway West.  The city owns property in this immediate area.  
Commission approval is requested. 
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Upon a motion by Vice-President Inks, seconded by Secretary Phillips, the 
motion carried unanimously, the Commission approved Resolution No. 3517 
(Declaring Property Blighted 603 W Marion St) submitted on Thursday, 
February 27, 2020. 


 
C.  Administrative 
1. Supervisory Services  


Mr. Buckenmeyer presented Supervisory Services Agreement.  This agreement 
covers 50% salary of employees in DCI that work on TIF projects.  The agreement 
is for the next three years.  This helps to unburden the City’s General Fund.  
 
Ms. Kennedy states that this is under review by the City’s Diversity and Inclusion 
Division.  This agreement is for 3 employees, 1 white male, 1 black male and 1 
open position. We do not see any issue with the MWBE Ordinance.  Commission 
approval is requested.

A RESOLUTION OF THE SOUTH BEND REDEVELOPMENT COMMISSION 
ACCEPTING THE TRANSFER OF REAL PROPERTY FROM 


THE SOUTH BEND BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS 
 


WHEREAS, the South Bend Redevelopment Commission (the “Commission”) is the 
governing body of the City of South Bend, Indiana (the “City”), Department of Redevelopment 
and exists and operates pursuant to Indiana Code Section 36-7-14 (the “Act”); and 


 
WHEREAS, the South Bend Board of Public Works (the “Board”) exists and operates 


pursuant to Indiana Code Section 36-4-9-5, holds real property owned by the City pursuant to 
Indiana Code Section 36-9-6-3, and is authorized to transfer such property to another 
governmental entity pursuant to Indiana Code Section 36-1-11-8; and 
 


WHEREAS, the Board owns two (2) parcels of real property in the City, one (1) on 
Leland Avenue, commonly known as 738 N. Leland Avenue, South Bend, Indiana 46616, and 
one (1) on Rex Street, commonly known as 710 Rex Street, South Bend, IN 46616, both more 
particularly described on Exhibit A (together, the "Property"); and  


 
WHEREAS, the Commission desires to obtain title to the Property pursuant to Ind. Code 


36-1-11-8 for the purpose of making the Property available for re-use and redevelopment in 
accordance with the Commission's purposes and powers under the Act; and  


WHEREAS, the Board approved the conveyance of the Property pursuant to its 
Resolution 09-2020 at its regular meeting held on March 10, 2020. 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE SOUTH BEND 
REDEVELOPMENT COMMISSION AS FOLLOWS: 


 
1. The Commission hereby accepts the conveyance of the Property from the Board 


pursuant to I.C. 36-1-11-8 in the form of two (2) quit claim deeds. 
 
2. The Commission authorizes David Relos or Andrew Netter of the City’s 


Department of Community Investment to act on behalf of the Commission in presenting the deed 
for recordation in the Office of the Recorder of St. Joseph County, Indiana and executing any 
other document necessary to affect the Commission’s acceptance of the Property.  


 
3. This Resolution will be in full force and effect upon its adoption by the

Specifics: The Pokagon Fund prioritizes innovative, community development initiatives aimed at 
addressing poverty and unemployment in the city. We are requesting $160,000 to support the 
following inclusive neighborhood development initiatives.

Professional Services:  


1. Inclusive Economy Technical Assistance Cohort 


GOAL: Galvanize local community developers to see the value of staying and/or investing in low-
status because all parts of South Bend should be engaging places to be, as well as, support the 
organizational capacity of cohort members to execute private, small scale development 
demonstration projects in city-target zones. 


The MCG Technical Assistance Cohort will create important a much-needed feedback mechanism 
to collect opinions, real concerns, and market/ecosystem gaps that create barriers for emerging 
and existing community developers working in low status neighborhoods. It will generate fresh 
ideas and perspectives to understand how these entities build capacity to execute and sustain 
development projects, as well as, how to appropriately conduct business with the City.

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2. Inclusive Economy Action Plan & Recommendations  


GOAL: MCG will support the design of an inclusive economic development plan for South Bend’s 
neighborhoods based on the lessons learned, barriers and gaps identified through the various 
demonstration projects of the technical assistance cohort. 


Based on a combination of findings as well as MCG’s research into local and regional economic 
drivers, MCG will design an economic development strategy for the City of South Bend that will 
incorporate the goals of retaining, attracting and supporting local successful individuals to 
consider the low status neighborhoods as a desirable place to live, work and play. 


 
MCG will also develop a series of economic recommendations that City of South Bend can use to 
advocate for equitable public and private financing to create a thriving, inclusive community.

Vendor: Incremental Development Alliance  


Professional Services:  
 


1. Service One: Offsite Technical Assistance to Real Estate Training Courses for Small 
Developers 


 


The City has identified individuals and development organizations who could use assistance in 
the conceptualization, organization, refinement or execution of a small (1-3 story building) or 
incremental (larger site or existing building being phased) real estate project. Many of these 
individuals need introductory and advanced training in order to be prepared to start a project.  


 


The Alliance has a planned 3 Hour Small Real Estate Seminar in South Bend in February 2020. 
The Alliance also has other advanced classes in driving distance throughout 2020. This item of 
the scope establishes funding for full or partial offsite technical assistance to these events as the 
City sees fit.  


2. Service Two: Project Level Mentoring of Existing or Potential Small Developers 
 


The Alliance has a staff and faculty with a range of experience that can be deployed to assist 
projects and their implementers to move forward from whatever starting point they are 
currently at. For the purposes of this contract, the scope of the number of projects/project 
teams involved in ongoing (multiple engagements over time) shall be limited to 5 in the cohort at 
a time.  
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For each meeting with a project/team, the Alliance will provide written recommendations and 
next steps to the City. The City will maintain contact with the project/team in order to facilitate 
the completion follow up activities. The Alliance and the City will communicate on a monthly 
basis on the progression of each project/team and determine what off site communication is 
appropriate to help the project move forward between in person visits. Technical assistance will 
be deployed via in person visits and phone/video calls.

The Alliance will have on-sites on a scheduled basis set at the project commencement and then 
again at the halfway point of the scope time frame- February/July 2020.  All contract activities 
conclude by June 30, 2021.  


3. Service Three: Small Developer Readiness Toolkit / Intro to Small Development Seminar 
 


The City of South Bend in its Community and Economic Development efforts has requested 
assistance in devising and/or deploying the following technical assistance materials related to 
small development activities at the neighborhood scale.  


• Use of Alliance’s Three-Hour Seminar course 
o Slide Deck Use Agreement 


 Agreement allows the yearly renewal of use of a deck that the Alliance 
maintains and updates. Slide deck can be distributed only to the attendees 
of the seminar classes but is not allowed to be publicly distributed on any 
website by the City or third party. City will report the names and emails of 
attendees of the seminar on a quarterly basis in order for attendees to 
receive benefits offered to Alliance alumni. The Alliance will provide 
access to printed materials that accompany the slides (which will largely 
be customized in this scope of work via the activities below).  


o Train the Trainer Instruction (2 Hours) – Occurs in 2020 after February Seminar 
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• Small Developer Readiness Toolkit  
o Skill Set Assessment of potential small developer  
o Real Estate Project Onboarding Questionnaire (property information, proposed 


uses, etc).  
o Written and Electronic Proforma Templates 
o Building Layout Materials (STEP Buildings on SB Lots) 


• Project Status Tracking Templates (Communication Tool with Alliance and for reporting 
to DCI staff)

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RIGHT-OF-ENTRY PERMIT 
 
 
THE SOUTH BEND REDEVELOPMENT COMMISSION, the governing body of the CITY OF 
SOUTH BEND DEPARTMENT OF REDEVELOPMENT (“Grantor”), subject to the 
exceptions, reservations, and conditions hereinafter set forth, hereby grants to INDIANA 
MICHIGAN POWER COMPANY (“Grantee”) and its employees, contractors, and agents the 
right to enter upon, over and across certain property situated in City of South Bend, St. Joseph 
County, Indiana, upon the following conditions: 
 
 1. This Right-of-Entry is effective with regard to the lands identified by St Joseph 
County Tax Parcels # 71-08-14-227-001.000-026 (hereinafter referred to as the “Premises”). 
 
 2. This Right-of-Entry shall remain in full force and effect until work is completed or 
December 31, 2020, whichever shall first occur.  Grantor may, in its sole discretion, terminate 
this permit at any time upon giving Grantee thirty (30) days notice of its intent so to do. 
 
 3. Consideration for this Right-of-Entry shall be the Grantee’s agreement to follow and 
obey the terms of this right of entry permit. 
 
 4. Grantee, its contractors, agents and employees, shall have the right to enter upon the 
Premises for the sole purpose of LAND AND TOPOGRAPHICAL SURVEY, 
GEOTECHNOLOGICAL STUDIES (INCLUDING SOIL BORINGS), AS WELL AS 
PHASE ONE ENVIRONMENTAL WALK-OVER IN PREPARATION FOR PURCHASE 
OF PREMISES.  It is understood that the right to enter upon the Premises shall be at the sole 
risk of Grantee, its employees, contractors, and agents, and that all work and activities carried 
out by Grantee, its employees, contractors, and agents, shall be performed in a safe manner with 
such care and diligence as is necessary to avoid injury (including death) to persons, or damage to 
property.  As additional consideration for the grant of this Right-of-Entry, Grantee agrees to 
indemnify, hold harmless and defend Grantor from and against any and all actions or causes of 
action, claims, demands, liabilities, loss, damage, or expense of whatsoever kind and nature, 
including attorneys’ fees, which Grantor may suffer or incur by reason of bodily injury, 
including death, to any person or persons, or by reason of damage to or destruction of any 
property, including the loss of use thereof, arising out of or in any manner connected with the 
exercise of the rights herein granted, or which Grantor may sustain or incur in connection with 
any litigation, investigation or other expenditures incident thereto, including any suit instituted to 
enforce the obligation of this agreement of indemnity, due in whole or in part to any act, 
omission, or negligence of Grantee or any of its employees, contractors, or agents.  In the event 
the injuries, including death or damages are due to the sole negligence of Grantor or its 
employees, contractors, or agents, then and only then shall Grantee not be liable under the 
provisions of this paragraph. 
 
 5. Grantor makes no representations or warranties regarding the condition of the 
Premises or its fitness for any particular use or purpose. Grantee shall repair any damage to the 
Premises, including all lands, roads, property, buildings or fences, which may result from the 
work authorized by this permit and from any and all damages due to negligence of their 
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employees, contractors, or agents. Any repairs to the Premises shall return the Premises to 
substantially the same or better condition that the Premises was in prior to such damage.  
 
 6. Grantee shall comply with all state, federal and local laws and regulations applicable 
to Grantee’s work, including all environmental and health and safety laws and regulations.  
Grantee agrees that it will not store any supplies, materials, goods, construction vehicles, or 
personal property of any kind on the Premises without the prior written consent of the Grantor.  
This Right-of-Entry is hereby made subject to all easements and rights-of-way heretofore granted 
and to all covenants, conditions, and restrictions of record, and to such state of facts as an 
accurate survey or examination of the Premises may disclose. 
 
 7. All the labor to be performed and material to be furnished in the operations pursuant 
hereto shall be at Grantee’s sole expense.  Grantee shall keep the Premises fully protected against 
liens of every character arising out of or connected to Grantee’s operations or contamination of 
the Premises.  In the event that a lien is placed on the land as a result of this permit or as a result 
of tests conducted upon the Premises, Grantee shall immediately notify Grantor of such lien.  
Grantee shall also promptly take action, at Grantee’s sole expense, to have any such liens 
removed from the Premises. 
 
 8. Grantee shall provide, and require any subcontractors to provide, comprehensive 
general liability insurance covering both personal injury, including death, and property damage.  
Limits of coverage shall not be less than $500,000 each occurrence/$1,000,000 aggregate for 
broad form property damages and $500,000 each person/$1,000,000 each occurrence for 
personal injury. 
 
 9. Premises are presently occupied by overhead high voltage power lines, among other 
improvements, and this Right-of-Entry is granted on the following express conditions: 
 
  i) Grantor excepts and reserves, for itself, its successors and assigns, the right to 


use, operate, maintain, repair, replace, renew, upgrade, install, or remove, all existing 
electric lines, access roads, and all other facilities now existing or hereafter installed 
on the above described Premises. 


 
  ii) All work shall be conducted in accordance with applicable OSHA safety 


regulations, and in such manner as to avoid contact with energized high voltage 
overhead electric lines present on the above described Premises. 


 
  iii) Grantor’s towers, structures, conductors and other facilities shall not be 


disturbed.  Access to Grantor’s electric transmission lines and facilities shall be 
maintained and available at all times. 


 
  iv) No drilling or trenching shall be conducted directly beneath the electric lines or 


immediately adjacent to towers without the consent of Grantor. 
 
  v) No equipment shall be refueled while under, or in the vicinity of, the lines. 
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 10. This right-of-entry is applicable only to the forgoing described property.  No 
additional rights of ingress and egress other than those specifically described within this right-of-
entry are granted without the prior written approval of Grantor. 
 
 11. Neither the failure nor any delay on the part of a party to exercise any right, remedy, 
power or privilege under this agreement shall operate as a waiver thereof, nor shall any single or 
partial exercise of any right, remedy, power or privilege preclude any other or further exercise of 
the same or of any right, remedy, power or privilege, nor shall any waiver of any right, remedy, 
power or privilege with respect to any occurrence be construed as a waiver of such right, remedy, 
power or privilege with respect to any other occurrence. No waiver shall be effective unless it is 
in writing and is signed by the party asserted to have granted such waiver. 
 
 12. If any term or provision of this agreement is held by a court of competent jurisdiction 
to be invalid, void, or unenforceable, the remaining terms and provisions of this agreement shall 
continue in full force and effect unless amended or modified by mutual consent of the parties. 
 
 13. This agreement may be separately executed in counterparts by the parties, and the 
same, when taken together, will be regarded as one original Agreement.  Electronically 
transmitted signatures will be regarded as original signatures.  Further, each undersigned person 
signing on behalf of his or her respective party certifies that he or she is duly authorized to bind 
his or her respective party to the terms of this agreement. 
 
 14. This agreement will be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the 
State of Indiana, and any controversies arising hereunder shall be heard in any court of 
competent jurisdiction in St. Joseph County, Indiana.
